On 5th November 2024, Malaysia Petroleum Resources 
Corporation (MPRC) introduced the National Oil and Gas 
Services and Equipment (OGSE) Sustainability 
Framework, which provides a detailed guide on how 
OGSE companies can implement and report on their 
sustainability practices.

The sustainability framework is tailored to the needs of 
the OGSE industry to help simplify and provide clarity to 
OGSE companies which face resource constraints in 
adopting and disclosing sustainability practices. 

MPRC informed that two sustainability targets outlined in 
the OGSE blueprint have already made good progress. 
"Firstly, from an initial  target of 70 companies to 
voluntarily report on their sustainability practices by 
2030, 81 out of the country's top 100 OGSE companies 
have already done so. Furthermore, one company from 
a target of five companies is now included in the Dow 
Jones sustainability index.έ

The forum was officiated by the Minister of Economy and 
attended by about 150 industry players.

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Updates on National Policies
Diversifying Malaysianôs Energy Sources with Nuclear Power
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Å On 5th November, during engagement session 
with the oil & gas services and equipment 
(OGSE) industry, Minister of Economy confirmed 
that Malaysia is set to adopt nuclear power 
generation as one of its energy sources in the 
coming years. 

Å "Since the decision has been made by the 
National Energy Council and endorsed by the 
Cabinet, nuclear energy is likely to be included 
in the 13th Malaysia Plan (RMK-13) as one of 
the country's official energy sources," 

Å The Energy Transition and Water Transformation 
Ministry (PETRA) and the Science, Technology, 
and Innovation Ministry (MOSTI) will take 
responsibility in pursuing the efforts relating to 
nuclear.

Å The Minister informed that based on the current 
industrial model for power generation, project 
implementation will be driven by the private

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What Budget 2025 Signals for Malaysiaõs Energy Industry
Laying the Groundwork for Evolving Policy LandscapeA
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While Budget 2025 may not have introduced sweeping 
allocations specific to the energy industry, it set the 
tone for what lies ahead τ laying legislative and policy 
groundwork to support aŀƭŀȅǎƛŀΩǎ long-term climate 
and energy transition ambitions. Rather than focusing 
on άǿƘŀǘΩǎ ƳƛǎǎƛƴƎΣέ the outlook from this ȅŜŀǊΩǎ 
budget highlights ǿƘŀǘΩǎ coming.

Carbon Capture, Utilisation & Storage (CCUS): A Key 
Bill on the Horizon

Although no immediate fiscal incentives or programs 
were announced under Budget 2025 for Carbon 
Capture, the Government confirmed that a dedicated 
CCUS Bill is in the pipeline and will be tabled in 
Parliament in 2025.  This follows a commitment made 
in the Economic Outlook 2024 under the purview of 
the Ministry of Finance, where the groundwork for such 
legislation was outlined. The bill is anticipated to set out 
a clear regulatory framework covering:
Å Carbon Capture: Regulations on the technologies 

and processes for capturing emissions from high-
emitting sectors.

Å Transport Infrastructure: Guidelines for the safe 
movement of /hі to designated storage or 
utilisation sites.

Å Utilisation Pathways: Incentives and standards for 
converting captured carbon into usable products.

Å Permanent Storage: Safety protocols and 
environmental safeguards for geological /hі 
storage.

Å Compliance & Reporting: Frameworks for operator 
accountability and emissions transparency.

Å The legislation is expected to be a turning point, 
positioning Malaysia to unlock new value chains in 
low-carbon technologies while providing legal clarity 
for investment in CCUS infrastructure and R&D.

Carbon Tax: A Gradual but Inevitable Shift

Implementation Date: The carbon tax is set to be 
implemented in 2026. 

The 2025 budget also reaffirmed the ƎƻǾŜǊƴƳŜƴǘΩǎ 
commitment to introducing a carbon tax mechanism, 
although no such tax will be implemented under the 
2025 budget cycle.

Instead, the policy is now expected to take effect in 
2026, allowing time for industry consultation, 
regulatory refinement and alignment with global 
practices τ particularly the 9¦Ωǎ Carbon Border 
Adjustment Mechanism (CBAM), which begins 
enforcement that same year.

The initial carbon tax will likely apply to emission-
intensive sectors such as iron and steel, energy 
production and manufacturing, with plans to 
gradually expand coverage to other industries. 

This phased approach reflects the ƎƻǾŜǊƴƳŜƴǘΩǎ 
recognition of the need for balance τ pushing 
decarbonisation while managing industrial 
competitiveness.
